Mathematics 


Fractions: pupils will be introduced to hundredths. They will learn about mixed number fractions and improper fractions. They will learn how to convert between mixed numbers and improper fractions. They will learn how to add and subtract fractions and will solve addition and subtraction word problems.


Decimals: The children will write tenths and hundredths. They will write decimals and compare and order them. Pupils will make number patterns with decimals, they will round decimals and write decimals as fractions. Pupils will also divide whole numbers by 10 and 100 and recognise and write the decimal equivalents. 


Money: Pupils will write, compare, round and solve problems involving money.  They will also estimate amounts of money





English - Book –   The day the crayons quit


We will be looking at the book the day the crayons quit. Pupils will continue to develop their writing skills. They will create a number of pieces based around various genres. 


Punctuation & Grammar 


We will continue to develop our use of direct speech, conjunctions, fronted adverbials, apostrophes and spelling patterns











Geography


During our Geoggraphy lessons children will be using maps to locate raiding sites. We will work with maps of the UK and Europe. Chldren will also create their own maps and keys.





RE


In RE we will be looking at various creation stories. We will research and compare beliefs and discuss how we can care for our wonderful world. 








Art and design 


This term children will improve their mastery of art and design techniques. We will be creating sketches of Viking gods and using clay to create Anglo-Saxon jewellery. 





Science


This term children will focus on animals and humans. We will learn about the digestive system and teeth.  





History
