Art and design 


This term children will improve their mastery of art and design techniques. We will be creating sketches of Viking gods and using clay to create Anglo-Saxon jewellery. 





Science


In science we will be learning about sound. Pupils will explain how sound sources vibrate to make sounds.


Explain how vibrations change when the loudness of a


Sound changes. Explain how sounds travel to reach our ears. Describe the pitch of a sound. Describe patterns between the pitch of a sound and the features of the object that made the sound.


• Explain how sound travels through a string telephone.


• Identify the best material for absorbing sound.


• Create a musical instrument that can play high, low,


loud and quiet sounds.


• Make observations and conclusions.


• Be able to answer questions based on their learning.








Geography


During our Geoggraphy lessons children will be using maps to locate raiding sites. We will work with maps of the UK and Europe. Chldren will also create their own maps and keys.





History 


The children will learn about the Anglo – Saxons and Vikings. We will work on timelines and placing historical events correctly. We will also  look at famous historical characters from that era. 





RE


In RE we will be looking at where, how and why do people pray.


We will learn about other cultures and religions views on prayer and spend our own time reflecting and writing prayers.








Mathematics 


Pupils will learn about the concepts of area and perimeter. They will measure area by measuring surface coverage, i.e. counting squares before measuring area by using multiplication. They will find areas of figures that have squares and rectangles by counting and visualising. They will learn how to apply their knowledge of finding area to figures in different orientations.


They will name and compare angles and use this information to help when classifying triangles and quadrilaterals. Pupils will explore symmetry and symmetrical figures before applying this knowledge to the completion of symmetrical figures. They will draw lines of symmetry on shapes and figures and will combine this knowledge and understanding to sort a variety of 2-D shapes.





English - Book –   The Lorax


We will be using ambitious vocabulary and rhyming words to create wonderful descriptions. We will be writing in character and persuading other characters. We will be writing factually about deforestation.  


Punctuation & Grammar 


We will continue to develop our use of direct speech, conjunctions, fronted adverbials, apostrophes and spelling patterns
