P.E.


In PE children will:


-learn strategic games

Science


In Science children will:


-group living things


- Classify vertebrates


- Go on an invertebrate hunt

-conduct a local habitat survey


-learn about environmental changes





R.E:


In RE we will be learning all about Advent and Christmas and how they are celebrated around the world. 





D and T


In D and T the children will:


-Design and make a shield for either a Celtic warrior or a scutum (shield) for a Roman soldier.


-Look at images showing modern day appliances and objects such as bridges, toilets, sewers, baths, theatres, concrete, a water wheel and a calendar, along with other items which did not originate in Roman design.








History


In History children will: 


-Use timelines


- learn about Queen Boudicca, ruler of the Iceni tribe


- understand Roman invasions


- learn about the design and use of Roman roads


- learn all about Hadrian’s wall and Roman baths 


-Find out about the life of a gladiator





Geography


In Geography children will: 


-Use contemporary maps of Rome to locate a variety of its significant geographical features. 


-Use Google maps to find out distances between Roman towns such as Doncaster and Manchester or York and Bath.


-Find out about similarities and differences between Italy and Britain, including climate, landscape, size and weather.


-Look at a range of aerial images showing sites of ancient Celtic hill forts and describe what can be seen. Include descriptions of the shape, site and positioning of ruins including other geographical features nearby (such as woods and rivers).








Mathematics We will look at how to multiply by 6, 7, 9, 11, and 12. We will also divide by 6,7,9,11,12. Using these skills we will solve many numerical problems. Pupils will use their tables and knowledge of place value to multiply multiples of 10, leading to the multiplication of 2-digit numbers using short multiplication. They will use their knowledge of multiplying multiples of 10 when multiplying multiples of 100, leading to multiplying 3-digit numbers using short multiplication.  Pupils will also learn more about division and will divide 2-digit numbers using two methods, including numbers with remainders. They will learn to solve multiplication and division problems using the methods they have learned and will use bar models to visualise what the problem is asking them to do.








Art and design 


In Art the children will


-Look at drawings, paintings and statues of Boudicca and discuss how she is portrayed. 


-Explore patterns and shapes on Celtic and Roman coins by looking at a range of photographic or real examples.


- create 3D models of Boudicca 


-Look at mosaics depicting gladiator scenes.
